Course Overview:

The goals of English 10 preparation are to give students a foundation from which to
have further success in secondary language arts studies. Our class is comprised of
reading, writing and interpersonal communications both towards the class and in
small groups. We will start the semester with an overview of English grammar tenses
which will be helpful for class reading and writing assignments. A major component of
this class will also include materials related to passing compulsory tests for foreign
born students to enter university such as IELTS. Test materials as well as strategies to
pass the test will be extensively covered. Our class will also cover a section on poetry
and creating individual poems. For this section we will look at First Nations inspired
“slam” poetry as a means to get inspiration and learn from Canada’s indigenous
peoples.

Some of the skills encompassed:
» Higher level grammar leading to more complex language interactions.

> Developing Reading skills such as skimming, scanning, contextualising as well
as summarizing.

» Expanding Vocabulary through word banks, synonyms, antonyms, expressions
and modern slang.

> Writing Strategies: essay construction, draft writing, paragraph constructions
and paraphrasing.
