Big Ideas: 

• An object’s motion can be predicted, analyzed, and described 

• Forces influence the motion of an object 

• Energy is found in different forms, is conserved, and has the ability to do work 

• Mechanical waves transfer energy but not matter 

Course Content:  

Unit 1: Motion 

Vector and scalar quantities; uniform and non-uniform motion; projectiles 

Unit 2: Forces 

Contact forces; Newton’s Laws of motion; forces in systems 

Unit 3: Energy and Work 

Power and efficiency; simple machines, electric circuits, Ohm’s and Kirchhoff’s Laws, thermal 

equilibrium 

Unit 4: Waves 

Propagation of waves; properties and behaviours; frequency
